WELCHES PROBLEM LOST GLORIUS

US-Banken werden aufgrund des hohen Regulierungsdrucks
mit ihren Anforderungen bei der Kreditvergabe zunehmend
restriktiver. Folglich wird es fur internationale Kaufer immer
schwieriger und teils unmaoglich, sich fur ihren US-
Immobilienerwerb eine Bankfinanzierung zu sichern.

Die gro3e Mehrheit der internationalen Kéaufer kauft zu
Investitionszwecken (Urlaubs- oder Dauervermietung).

Die meisten Darlehensprogramme, die von US-Banken fur
internationale Kaufer angeboten werden, sind nur flr den
reinen Wohngebrauch vorgesehen und erlauben keine
Vermietung der Immobilie.

Deshalb erhalten viele internationale Kaufer, obwohl sie
finanziell sehr stark und auch ansonsten kreditwiirdig sind,
keine Finanzierung durch US-Banken mehr.
